A notice of interest to host the 64th Nationals was advertised in Airflow (State 

Newsletter) and MAAQ General Meeting Minutes.  

 

We received two applications from interested clubs. After some consideration, the 

MAAQ selected Dalby Model Aero Club.  

Negotiations started in March 2009 with th e Dalby Club with the idea to host a 

fabulous Nationals, surrounded by a great atmosphere and to offer as many events in 

R/C, F/F, and C/L as possible at the one time and in the same location.  

It was pleasing to see in the Dalby Clubõs presentation to the MAAQ, their dedication 

and forethought in acknowledging the requirements necessary to supply excellent 

flying facilities without input from the MAAQ.  

 

A fantastic C/L hard surface has been acquired not far out of town, and is only a 

short travelling  dista nce from the grass circle field.  

 

 Free Flight fields have always been difficult to obtain. However, two areas were 

considered. It has now been decided that we will use Frithõs field which adjoins the 

Dalby R/C Club Field which is only ten minutes from the  centre of town. We still have 

a Standby field which could be used in an emergency.  

 

 There are five radio fields on offer. The main one is the Dalby R/C Field close by the 

Dalby Old field as well as the fields at Thompsons and Jimbour House and a more 

rec ent addition the Dalby Aerodrome.  

 

These last three fields all have bitumen runways. Dalby Regional Council has been 

most co-operative. The Nationals Committee met with councillors and the Council has 

offered their services to encourage opportunity and a l ifestyle for our activity. 

Registration will be at the Dalby Showgrounds and manned most days.  

 

The 64th Nationals Committee have agreed to accept òday before the 

eventó registration to those entrants that have pre-entered.

The new site is located 10 kilometres from Dalby on the Cecil Plains Road.  

The site was the location of a house and shed. The house had been removed a nd 

the shed was in a poor state.  Some large trees exist on the site. These are 

located in the out of bounds flight area adjacent to the pit area.  These trees 

provide essential shade to the site.  
 

The site is located in an area which was originally a tree less plain on the Darling 

Downs. Apart from the trees adjacent to club facilities there is only one other 

tree that could be considered in range of flight within the 300° flight zone from 

the pilot area.  There are no houses or other buildings within 1.5 k ilometres of 

the site.  
 

The site is located centrally within a large property thus negating the likelihood 

of other dwellings or operations restricting the club operations in the 

foreseeable future.  
 

One of the most appealing aspects of the site is that it  is still located on the 

Frith family property. Mr. Peter Frith has supported the relocation 

enthusiastically.  
 

The DMAC has established a legal long term lease with Mr. Frith.  
 

The DMAC has a demonstrated track record of support from the Frith family and 

feel that the continued association is a positive feature of the new site.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

Jimbour  House Airfield  
 
The Jimbour House Airfield is a privately owned full size airfield located 25km to 

the North of Dalby on the Jandowae Road.  It is a sealed airstri p with grass 

surround and located just North of the heritage listed Jimbour House.   

 

This site also incorporates a winery and cellar door restaurant with the pleasant 

surrounds and gardens of the historic Jimbour House. The airstrip is close to the 

restau rant and amenities.  The company that operates the restaurant is capable 

of catering for the competitors and visitors.  

 

As it is Heritage Listed a condition of use for this venue is that they  will provide 

the catering for competitors/visitors.   No BBQõs or food facilities are allowed on 

site.    This venue also has wonderful gardens surrounding the heritage listed 

Jimbour House and visitors are able to purchase a pass to enter this private area.
